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ANNOUNCEMENT ON RECRUITMENT FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE PROJECT

“Hand in Hand. Medical Simulation - Creating Together the Best Medical Professionals for the Future Patients’ Care” (Project No. BPI/SPI/2024/1/00002)
implemented under the programme “SPINAKER - Intensive International Education Programmes (2024 Call)”, financed by the Polish National Agency for Academic Exchange (NAWA) and co-financed by the European Union under the European Funds for Social Development (FERS)

§1. Subject of the announcement
The Medical University of Lublin hereby announces the recruitment of participants for the Intensive International Education Programme for Students - “Basic Clinical Skills” (hereinafter referred to as the Micro-programme), implemented as part of the above-mentioned Project.

§2. Recruitment period
1. Recruitment will be conducted from April 13, 2026 to April 20, 2026.
2. Applications submitted after the deadline or incomplete applications shall not be considered.

§3. Programme implementation period
1. The Micro-programme will be implemented in two editions:
Edition I: May 18-23, 2026
Edition II: June 29, 2026 – July 4, 2026
2. Each edition includes 40 hours over 6 days of on-site instruction conducted at the Medical University of Lublin.

§4. Number of available places and allocation
1. The total number of places within the Micro-programme is 24.
2. The allocation of places by partner institution is as follows:
a) Gulf Medical University (United Arab Emirates) - 12 places (6 participants per edition)
b) Wenzhou Medical University (China) - 12 places (6 participants per edition)
3. Each edition shall host a total of 12 participants.

§5. Eligibility criteria
1. The Micro-programme is addressed to students of partner universities of the Medical University of Lublin, namely:
· Gulf Medical University (UAE)
· Wenzhou Medical University (China)
2. Candidates must meet the following conditions:
a) hold active student status at the abovementioned Partner University for the entire duration of participation in the Micro-programme;
b) are in good academic standing at the home University
c) demonstrate proficiency in English at a minimum level of B2 according to the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR)

§6. Scope of the Micro-programme
1. The Micro-programme includes, in particular:
a) training in basic clinical procedures in a medical simulation environment;
b) participation in simulation scenarios, including teamwork in an international environment;
c) preparation for and participation in the Objective Structured Clinical Examination (OSCE);
2. The Micro-programme corresponds to 2 ECTS (European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System) credits.
3. Completion of the Micro-programme shall result in the issuance of a certificate (micro-credential) confirming the achieved learning outcomes.

§7. Financial conditions
1. Participation in the Micro-programme is free of charge.
2. Participants who successfully complete the Micro-programme shall be entitled to receive financial support granted on a lump-sum basis, payable upon completion of the Micro-programme, covering the following categories of costs:
a) travel costs (lump sum depending on country of origin);
b) accommodation and subsistence costs (calculated on the basis of daily flat rates);
c) a stipend (calculated on the basis of daily flat rates).
3. Participants from Gulf Medical University (United Arab Emirates) shall receive financial support in the total amount of PLN 7,500, calculated as follows:
a) travel costs - lump sum of PLN 4,500;
b) stipend - PLN 75 per day for 8 days (6 days of on-site participation and 2 travel days);
c) accommodation and subsistence costs - PLN 300 per day for 8 days (6 days of on-site participation and 2 travel days)
4. Participants from Wenzhou Medical University (China) shall receive financial support in the total amount of PLN 9,500, calculated as follows:
a) travel costs - lump sum of PLN 6,500;
b) stipend - PLN 75 per day for 8 days (6 days of on-site participation and 2 travel days);
c) accommodation and subsistence costs - PLN 300 per day for 8 days (6 days of on-site participation and 2 travel days)

5. Financial support is granted in accordance with the Rules and Regulations for Recruitment and Participation in the Project (Appendix No. 6) and applicable NAWA guidelines.

§8. Application procedure
1. Candidates are required to: 
a) familiarize themselves with the Rules and Regulations for Recruitment and Participation in the Project available at https://projekty.umlub.edu.pl/486; 
b) submit a complete set of application documents within the recruitment period.
2. Applications shall be completed electronically, signed and submitted to the Project Office of the Medical University of Lublin by e-mail to: natalia.radczuk@umlub.edu.pl .
3. Scanned copies are acceptable at the application stage.

§9. Required documents
a) The application shall include: 
b) Application form (a template of the application form is provided in Appendix 1);
c) A statement confirming that the applicant has read and accepts the provisions of these Rules and Regulations (a sample statement is provided in Appendix 2);
d) A certificate confirming student status at a partner institution of the Medical University of Lublin, together with confirmation of good academic standing;
e) A certificate confirming proficiency in English at the B2 level, e.g., issued by the home institution;
f) A cover letter presenting the Candidate’s motivation and readiness to actively participate in the Micro-programme.

§10. Qualification criteria
1. The selection of participants shall be carried out by the Recruitment Committee based on a formal and substantive evaluation of applications.
2. The formal evaluation shall include verification of: 
a) completeness and timeliness of submitted documents; 
b) candidate eligibility.
3. The substantive evaluation shall be based on the following criteria (0-5 points each): 
a) motivation to participate; 
b) alignment of interests with the Micro-programme; 
c) willingness to actively participate.
4. Based on the evaluation results, a ranking list shall be established, including qualified candidates and a reserve list. In the event of equal scores, the order of application submission shall apply.
5. The final selection of participants shall be approved by the Project Manager. Candidates shall be informed of the results via email.

§11. Obligations of Participants
1 Participants qualified for the Micro-programme shall be required to: 
a) sign a Participation Agreement prior to the commencement of the Micro-programme (Appendix No. 5); 
b) actively participate in all programme activities; 
c) undergo the process of verification and evaluation of learning outcomes; 
d) comply with all provisions of the Project documentation.

§12. Final provisions

2. The Organizer reserves the right to amend this announcement in justified cases.
3. The Project Office is responsible for providing organizational support during recruitment and implementation of the Micro-programme.
